1.  Contrived 

Deliberately created rather than arising naturally or spontaneous 

We found the sequel to be irrelevant and therefore contrived compared to the original 

Adjective 

2.  Tepid 

Only slightly warm; lukewarm. 

My tea became tepid after sitting out for a while. 

Adjective 

3.  Porous 

Having holes through which liquid or air can pass through 

The the pockets in my pants are pourous and the change keeps falling out 

Adjective 

4.  Torpor 

Sluggish inactivity or inertia 

The man fell into a deep torpor. 

Noun 

5.  Heresies (Heresy) 

An opinion or practice contrary to the truth or to generally accepted beliefs and standards 

The Heresy trials that led to witches being burned in the dark ages. 

Noun 

6.  Encroach 

To intrude on (a person’s territory or thing considered to be a right) 

All Mr. Brads garbage had encroached his neighbor’s lawn after the garbage truck hadn’t driven by for days. 

Verb 

7.  Clamorous 

Vigorous in demands or complaints; full of, marked by, or of the nature of a loud uproar 

The people were very clamorous while protesting along the streets- their loud noise therefore causing attention. 

Adjective 

8.  Sordid

Involving ignoble actions and motives; arousing moral distaste and contempt. 

The story illustrates a sordid image of bribes and scams. 

Adjective 

9.  Conspicuous 

Standing out as to be clearly visible, or to display attraction. 

The woman underwent conspicuous acts in an attempt to seduce her new acquaintance.

10. Egregious

Outstandingly bad; shocking

It was an egregious mistake to wear jeans and a T-shirt to a fancy restaurant.
